Anyone looking for images for blog posts or slides who does not want to take legal risks will �nd a 

wide range of CC-licensed images on platforms such as Flickr or Wikimedia Commons. However, 

there are no quality control mechanisms on either of these platforms. The strength of smaller 

image hosters like 500px or Welcome Images lies in offering high-quality CC-licensed images.
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CC-licensed works all over the Internet

Attribution (BY) 

Others may copy, distribute, display and perform the copy-

righted work, as well as derivative works based on it, but only 

if they give credit in the way the creator requested. 

NonCommercial (NC)

Others may copy, distribute, display and perform the work, as 

well as derivative works based on it, but for non-commercial 

purposes only.

No Derivative Works (ND)

Others are allowed to copy, distribute, display and perform 

only verbatim copies of the work, not derivative works based 

on it.

Share Alike (SA)

Others may distribute derivative works only under a license 

identical to the license that governs the original work.
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With over 30 million articles in over 200 languages, the free online encyclopedia WIkipedia is by far 

the largest platform for CC-licensed texts. Creative Commons licenses are also looking promising 

in research ("Open Access") and education ("Open Education"). In these areas, Creative 

Commons supports the ideal of free and equal access to knowledge for everyone.

Most CC-licensed videos are hosted on YouTube, which only allows one type of CC license 

("CC-BY"). The video platform Vimeo is more �exible in that regard. Wikimedia Commons, 

Wikipedia's data store, hardly features any video content at all so far. One reason for the lack of 

video content is that Wikimedia Commons does also open video formats. This is also the reason 

why CC-licensed YouTube videos cannot be integrated into Wikipedia without being converted.

While the largest collection of CC-licensed music can be found at Jamendo, other platforms such 

as Archive.org or Wikimedia Commons not only host music but also radio features, recordings of 

public talks and other CC-licensed audio �les, while CC Mixter offers CC-licensed samples instead 

of complete songs.

Creative Commons (CC) Creative Commons (CC) is an international non-pro�t 

organization that develops easy-to-use copyright licenses to provide a simple, 

standardized way of giving the public permission to share and use creative works. 

Creative Commons licenses provide the ground for a 'hybrid economy', where free 

sharing and remixing in online communities no longer works against, but rather 

complements new business models.

The more people use Creative Commons, the greater the pool of freely usable and 

remixable works.
